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This paper presents the impact of using artificial intelligence applications in improving the performance of the educational process
from the perspective of faculty members at the Faculty of Education, Gharyan. The study uses a social survey with a sample of 57
faculty members at the College. The study found a strong correlation between the efficiency of artificial intelligence (Al)
applications and the educational process from faculty members' perspectives. It highlighted a relationship between the perceived
risks of Al and its potential to improve education. The results demonstrated a complementary relationship between Al
applications and the educational process. Key recommendations included enhancing the training of educational personnel in
technology and Al, establishing Al departments in colleges to train specialists, designing Al-based educational software, and
employing Al applications broadly within educational institutions.

However, there are some comments to the authors to improve the presentation of the paper.

Page1&2
e Key words should be at least 5 and be related to the research. I recommend removing the college name.
Page 4:

e  The research hypotheses should be clear: Research hypotheses 1 and 3 are similar. They either need to be different or only
one of them should be kept.

e  The abstract mentions that the study is applied to a sample of the educational staff; however, when discussing human limits,
it mentions that it is applied to all the educational staff.

Page S:
e  Citation format should be consistent, for example: (2020 «_ysais al e ) & (2023) LsS3e ail s camall (0 avns )
Page 8:

e The related research results are listed as having a (high) rating. Is there a percentage (e.g., %, 60%, 80%)?

Page 12:

It is good that the paper considers the risks and limitations of using artificial intelligence applications in the educational process.
However, it does not address the use of Al by students in exams and assignments, or how to prevent such situations.

Page 14:

At the beginning of the paper, the number is 57, but here the research community is stated as 60. Please verify this with the
comment on page 4.

e  Formatting and tables titles
e  The paper needs proofreading.
e  There is repetition throughout the paper.
